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POLICY UPDATE

Over the past year we have been dedicated to strengthening our policy and
advocacy work. Our 2021-2022 policy agenda outlines our priorities over the next

two years, aligning with the beginning of a new Congress. Focusing on legislative

initiatives that drive systemic change fo advance equity in campus safety, this
agenda highlights our support of:

» dependable guidance from the Department of Education (ED);

 equitable prevention of and response to dating violence, domestic
violence, sexual assault, and stalking; and

 heightened awareness of the impact of campus safety concerns on
marginalized commmunities.

We've already begun to fulfill these items through increased communication
with ED’s Clery Compliance Division, in proposing changes to any future issued
guidance on the Clery Act, coordinating the successful re-introduction of REACH,
and participating in public hearings on Title IX (read more below).

The Report and Educate About Campus Hazing Act

In early 2021, the Report and Educate About Campus Hazing (REACH) Act was
reintroduced to Congress. REACH is a federal anti-hazing bill that would amend
the Clery Act by:
« giving hazing an official definition;
« including hazing incidents as crime statistics in an institution’s annuall
security report; and
» mandating educational and comprehensive research-based
programming on hazing.
We continue to see the devastating impact of hazing each year and we've been
working to garner support of the REACH Act. This summer, led by Clery Center,
StopHazing, and Safe Campuses LLC, over 30 organizations signed a coalition
letter endorsing REACH to the leadership of the House Committee on Education

and Labor and the Senate Committee on Health, Education, Labor, and Pensions.

We need you to contact your local representatives to urge them to support
REACH as well.

Title IX

Sarah Barrett, Clery Center’s director of training and education, joined almost 300

educators, students, and community members from around the nation to offer

comment during the Department of Education’s public hearing in June. The Office
of Civil Rights sought input in the form of live and written comments related to the

enforcement of Title IX. Because of the Clery Act’s intersection with Title IX, Clery
Center’s voice is vital o the conversation to acknowledge the challenges
institutions currently face in working to comply with both laws. As such, we
encouraged the Department to:

o address the advisor of choice entanglement and complication with
well-established Clery Act Rules;

» clearly outline boundaries around whether and how off-campus behavior
falls within an institution’s educational programs and activities; and

o provide guidance on simultaneous implementation of Clery Act and Title IX
reporting requirements.

The experience of offering public comment was informative and at times very
moving, as we had the opportunity to hear and learn from those directly
impacted by campus violence. We are grateful we had the opportunity to share
feedback that might ultimately contribute to the creation of more equitable and
transparent processes for responding to violence and crime on campus.
